On the morning of
Wednesday 14 July they will begin to navigate their way to Waterhouses Car Park, just off the main Ashbourne to Leek Road,
A523. Following a debrief by their assessors they will be allowed to leave and need to be picked up by parents, this will be
around 3.00 pm.
